The Town Clerk welcomed the assembled guests; apologies were received from
Canon G Dodds the outgoing Mayor’s Chaplain, and from Clir D Unwin.
A vote of thanks to the outgoing Mayor was made by ClIir Kennedy, the Father of
the Council.
The Mayor ClIr Wilson gave his speech and presented gifts; he was presented
with the City Badge by the Clir Kennedy.
Formal
meeting: The Mayor then opened the formal business meeting of the Council:

16/57C ELECTION OF MAYOR
The outgoing Mayor called for nominations for Mayor:
ClIr Siggs nominated ClIr Gibson, seconded by ClIr North; there were no further
nominations. A vote was taken and ClIr Gibson was unanimously elected.
ClIr Wilson declared the election of the 643rd Mayor of Wells and invested
CllIr Gibson with the chain of office.
The mayoral party left the room for the exchange of robes and chain whilst the
Archivist, Dr Julia Wood, spoke about the history of retail in Wells.
The Mayoral party returned.

16/58C ASSUMPTION OF OFFICE
The Town Clerk led the Mayor through the signing of the following legal and
historic documents:
i. The Declaration of Acceptance of Office
ii. The Oath of Allegiance
iii. The Roll of Mayors
iv. The Mayor gave her speech of acceptance and thanked her fellow
Councillors for electing her.
She appointed her consort and presented his badge of office.
